pressure (change in septal geometry)

systolic (right ventricular pressure overload)


diastolic right ventricular volume overload

bounce (additional oscillation of a moving structure)
diastolic collapse of chamber, diastolic invagination of chamber

lack of respiratory variation (vessel doesn’t get larger and smaller, specific to IVC)

premature closure of valve

fluttering

systolic anterior motion of mitral valve

How to  handle anatomic variants: 

in right atrium, there is something else: crista terminalis

warfarin ridge (aka cumidin ridge) in left atrium

segments of right ventricle not well enumerated [WM]

neck arteries: AW will talk to Josh (?)
