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Notes from Beverly
1. Be sure to get CV representation on the Playbook Committee, since many CV issues in imaging are unique to the field.

2. What do we do with surgically-changed anatomy?

3. Jaffe: presentation (interface) of the terminology is important.  Think about e.g. colors.

4. Use CASS coronary arteries as a model.  (This was used more as  a guideline, as some changes were made.)

5. In general use ‘artery’ for RadLex instead of branch, etc. Where SNOMED uses ‘branch’, add that term as a synonym.

6. Larry Tanenbaum to be liaison with neuro group.  Send him the neuro file for carotids.  (Requested from neuro chair 11-3-05.)

7. Neuro to do cervical arteries.

8. How to handle various artery patterns?  For sections, segment, etc. that are considered to be the continuation of the same artery, maintain them both at the same indentation level.  For branches, indent.

9. Veins: follow branching pattern, not blood flow.  Start from heart.

10. Kent Yucel to do pulmonary veins.

11. Guy Weigold to do cardiac veins.

12. For pathology, we may want to separately do heart disease vs. non-cardiac vascular disease.  Use ACR and AHA listings as basis.
